breeder of the sheep. 
e. No responsibility will be taken for any sheets, wool packs or plastic bags which must be 

clearly marked. No boxes allowed. 
f. Judging will be by points allocated as per the judging system of the National Council of Wool 

Brokers of Australia. 
g. Uncollected fleeces will be sold with the money being donated to the Yass Show Society.
