• *Plant material need not have been grown by the exhibitor 

• *Exhibits may be in Oasis, Sand or Water 

• *Any plant material may be used 

• *Fresh plant material must be included in all exhibits 

• *Artificial flowers and foliage are not permitted 

• *Exhibits will be judged from the front 

• *Accessories may be used in all classes 

• Definitions: 

• Accessories: Anything added to an arrangement to assist in the design. 

• Design: The planned order of the elements according to the principles of design. A design may 
include one container or more and may include background or base. 

• Design Elements: Space, line form, pattern, texture, colour. 

• Design Principles: Balance, dominance, contrast, rhythm, proportion, scale. 

• Plant Material: Any part of cultivated, uncultivated and marine plants, fresh or dried. 

• Arrangements to be staged 7.30 am – 9.00 am or 1.30 pm – 4.00 pm Friday 20 March 2026. 

• The judge’s decision is final. Entries will be judged according to the standards of the Horticultural Society of 
Canberra Inc.
